Rapid Intervention: Awareness

Scenario Lesson Plan

Scenario Overview
The scenario for this particular class is a commercial business in Shady Valley on Old Highway 21. The scenario is typical of what may be found in any one of the businesses in Jefferson County. Information on the call is listed below, however it can be adapted to anytime, day or season. Be sure to include topics such as the availability of manpower and apparatus based on the determined time.

Instructors and students should remember not focus too much on tactics for fire suppression and apparatus placement. Keep the lesson focused on Rapid Intervention (I.e. Initial RIT, RIT staging, number of teams required, resources RIT will need, Responsibilities of Command Staff)

Objectives
* Assign students to crews or command functions; I.e. RIT(s), IC, Operations, Safety, Crew calling the MAYDAY, Division and Group officers.

1. Students should identify all visible hazards

2. Students should correctly identify when RIT should be assigned and where RIT staging should   be set up. 

3. Students should establish enough Rapid Intervention Teams to safely and effectively manage the incident, maintaining safety of the assigned RIT and the other firefighters.

4. Downed firefighter crew shall properly explain the procedures for calling a MAYDAY, sounding PASS alarm and notifying the IC of their situation.

5. Incident Commander should properly follow SOG procedures for activating RIT, notifying dispatch and move all on scene communications to Command B or alternative channel

6. Operations Officer should properly explain his function for managing the scene so operations may continue

7. Each student with an assigned duty shall properly explain their roles and functions for affecting the rescue of the downed firefighters; including equipment needed, regular updates to the IC, plan for extricating firefighters in need.

Scenario
Time:

13:30 hrs, Sunday Afternoon

Structure:
Commercial Metal and Lightweight truss construction building used for Auto Repair, Tire Storage and an ATV dealership.

Size Up:
Heavy Smoke condition throughout the building with flames visible through the windows on the Side A/B corner.

Victims:
One victim is trapped in an apartment on the Side A/D corner, no flames have reached the apartment, the victim reported being trapped by dense smoke (* Note: The window to the apartment is to small to safely enter or extricate a victim from)

Downed FF:
Two firefighters (experienced or new) are unfamiliar with the structure and are advised to work their way up to the apartment and rescue the victim. The firefighters enter the building via a Side A door and move to the stairway which they believe leads to the apartment. The stairway they take actually leads to an unsealed, unprotected, loft area used for storage. The Firefighters attempt a right-handed search and fall from the loft area to the concrete below (Approx. 10 feet) Both firefighters are injured, one firefighter is unable to self extricate
